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Red Lion Square Filming Guidelines

Red Lion Square has experienced a high volume of technical vehicle parking which has made it necessary to establish
rules. Red Lion Square residents are keen to ensure that any parking for nearby filming remains within strict guidelines so
as not to disturb more than absolutely necessary the peace and harmony in the Square for residents and businesses.

Residential Area

Large Scale productions (more than 5
crew) will need to inform local residents
and businesses in this area at least three
weeks before your shoot day.

Productions should distribute a filming
proposal letter, approved by the Camden
Film Office, to all residents on Red Lion
Square, Princeton Street and surrounding
streets. Donations to the Red Lion
Residents Association and The Friends of
Red Lion Square Gardens are welcomed.

Parking — Technical Vehicles

Only essential technical vehicles will be
considered for parking suspension in the
area. It is not suitable for unit parking.
Crew parking will not be considered,
advice on technical vehicle parking
servicing Red Lion Square is given
below.

Suspensions
Suspension of resident only parking bays
will not be considered.

Pay & Display/Shared Use parking bays
for technical vehicles is restricted to
specified bays in the area — please see
map over.

A recce is recommended.

Hours — Access for Filming

Permitted hours are 8am to 10pm with no
access before or after these times. No
prep or strike can occur outside of these
hours.

Number of Shoots

The maximum shoot days per annum is
30 days for larger productions (more than
5 crew); shoots are to be spaced out with
at least 1 week between each shoot.

Generators

Please flag any generator use on the
square with the film officers. The
positioning of the generators has to be
approved by the film officer.

No generators are allowed on the square
without prior agreement from the Camden
Film Office.

Security

Camden security to be employed to
monitor productions pull in and
conducting spot checks throughout the
shoot — to be charged separately at £20
per hour x 6 hours per visit, and £50 per
spot check.

Deposit

A deposit of £1,000 will be taken prior to
filming — returnable only if the film crew
abides by all guidelines. If a film shoot
does respect the guidelines or the
starting/finishing times a penalty of
£1,000 will be payable.
